1. UNIDENTFIABLE FLYING OBJECTS 1/4 MILE EAST OF CEI POWER: PLANT.

2. AT 2038 LCL THIS STATION RCVD A CALL FROM sHEILA Baxer A
RS, RPTNG A LARGE OBJECT HOVERING
OVER THE LAKE AND APPARENTLY ON A SLOW DECENT. THE OBJECT HAD A WHITE
LIGHT AND WAS APPROX. 1/4 MILE UP AND SHE WAS UNABLE TO DETERMINE HOW

FAR QUT IT WAS. THIS UNIT SENT 2 CREWMEMBERS TO INVESTIGATE. BEFORE
THEY ARRIVED O/8, WE RCVD 2 MORE CALLS RPTNG THAT THE OBJECT HAD
APPARENTLY DISPERSED 3-5 SMALLER FLYING OBJECTS THAT WERE ZIPPING
AROUND RATHER QUICKLY, THESE OBJECTS HAD RED, GREEN, WHITE AND YELLOW
LIGHTS ON THEM THAT STROBED INTERMITTENTLY. THEY ALSO HAD THE ABILITY
TO STOP AND HOVER IN MID FLIGHT. WHEN MOBILE 02 GOT O/S, THEY RPID
THE SAME ACTIVITY. THEY WATCHED THE OBJECTS FCR APPROX. 1 HOUR BEFORE
RPTNG THAT THE ILARGE OBTECT WAS AIMOST ON THE ICE. THEY RETD THAT THE
ICE WAS CRACKING AND MOVING ABNORMAL AMOUNTE AS THE OBJECT CAME CLOSER
TO IT. THE ICE WAS RUMBLING AND THE OBJECT LIT MULFI-COLOR LIGHIS AT
ERCH END AS IT APPARENTLY LANDED, THE LIGHTS ON IT WENT OUT
MOMENTARILY AND THEMN CAME ON AGAIN. THEY WENT OUT AGAIN AND THD
RUMBLING STOPPED AND THE ICE STOPPED MOVING. THE SMALLER ORJECTS
BEGAN HOVERING IN THE AREA WHERE THE LARGE ORYECT LANDED AND AFTER A
FEW MINUTES THEY BEGAN FLYING AROUND AGATN. MOBILE 02 RPTD THAT THEY
APPEARED TO BE SCOUTING THE AREA. MOBILE 02 RPTD THAT 1 QBJECT WAS
MOVING TOWARD THEM AT A HIGH SPEED AND LOW TO THE ICE. MOBILE D2
BACKED DOWN THE HILL THEY HAD BEEN ON AND WHEN THEY WENT BACK TO THE
HILL, THE OBTECT WAS GONE, THEY RPTD THAT THE OBJECTS COULD NOT BE
SEEN IF THEY TURNED OFF THKERE LIGHTS. ONE OF THE SMALL ORTECTS TURNED
ON h SPOTLIGHT WHERE THE LARGE OBTECT HAD BEEN BUT MOBILE 02 COULD
HOT SEE ANYTHING, AND THEN THE OBJECT SEEMED TO; DISAPPEAR. ANQTHER
OBJECT APPROACHED MOBILE 02 APPROX. 500 ¥YDS. OFFSHORE ABOUT 20 FT.
ABOVE THE ICE, AND IT BEGAN MOVING CLOSER AS MOEILE 02 BEGAN
FLASHING ITS HEADLIGHTS, THEN IT MOVED OFF T0 THE, WEST.

3. THE CREWMEMBERS WERE UMABLE TO IDENTIFY ANY OF THE OBJECTS USING
BINOCULARS AND AFTER CONTACTING LOCAL PGLICE AND AIRPORTS, THIS UNIT
WAS UNABLE TO IDENTIFY THE OBJECTS, AND RECALLED MOBILE 02.
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
